It will be the course
director’s responsibility to confirm that nanember guest lecturease qualified to teach
graduate courses.

Faculty currently serving on a student’s commitiethe time of retirement may continue to
serve until the student graduates. Membeth@®fGSBS graduate fatyiwho retire (including
Emeritus appointments) and wish to switcthAtjunct membership must notify the GSBS.
Failure to notify the GSBS will result in discontinuation of membership.

2.2 Membership Privileges. Depending on the membership category, membership privileges
may include:

SECTION 3. The GSBS Faculty

3.0 Frequency and Purpose of MeetingsThe GSBS Faculty shall meet annually in the month
of May. Additional meetings may be calledthg GSBS Dean, the GSBS Associate Deans,
the Chair of the graduate faculty, by votdled GSBS Graduate Council, or by petition of
any 25 members of the GSBS faculty. The pugpiishese meetings is to conduct business
brought forward by the Faculgnd Administration of GSBS.

3.1 Notification of Meetings. Members of the GSBS gradudéeulty shall be notified no less
than 4 weeks before a regular or special mgetf the GSBS graduate faculty concerning its
time and place. Notification shall include a catl&dditional agenda items. The final agenda
must be sent to all members no tdtean 2 weeks prior to the meeting.

3.2 Authority. The GSBS graduate faculty can ow#erioy majority vote any specific action
taken by the GSBS Graduate Council.

3.3 Officers of the GSBS Graduate Faculty.A Chair and a Secretary shall be elected by the
GSBS graduate faculty from the membershithefGSBS Graduate Council. The Chair shall
be a member other than the GSB8an or GSBS Associate Dearmd the Chair and
Secretary must be selected from differenBSSyraduate programsfecentrations. If the
newly elected Chair and Secretary are frommgsme GSBS graduate program/concentration,
the Secretary will be considered ineligibledawill be replaced by the individual with the
second greatest number of votes for the offidee terms of office shall begin on September 1
of each year, and the Officers shall be electédeaMay meeting immediately prior to taking
office. Those eligible for these offices dHa# the members of the GSBS Graduate Council
as it will be constituted on September 1. A listludse eligible will be circulated with the
agenda with nominations being taken from fiber at the meeting.

4.7 Frequency and Conduct of Meetings.The GSBS GraduateoQncil shall generally meet
monthly, although additional meetings may bkechby the GSBS Deaor as voted by the
Council. A majority of voting members shatinstitute a quorum. Decisions by the Council
shall be by a majority vote. Unless otherwisded in these Bylaws,dRert's Rules of Order
shall be followed in conducting meegis of the GSBS Graduate Council.

4.8 Agenda Items and Announcement of Meetings Any member of the GSBS Graduate
Council may place items on the agenda of 86 &raduate Council meeting. Announcement
of the time, place, and agenda for any meetingtrbe sent at least one week prior to the
meeting. Items not on the agenda may be dssxly$ut only agenda items may be considered
for formal action at the meeting unless mémbers (or alternates) are present and vote
unanimously to suspend this rule. Meetirggsthe GSBS Graduate Council are open to
attendance by any member of the GSBS graduate faculty.
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7.2 Authority and Affiliation Agreements . The administrative respongity for GSBS graduate
programs shall rest with the GSBS through dl¢hority vested inhe GSBS Dean by the
Chancelloy the TTUHSC President, and the TTU $ystBoard of Regents. Affiliation
agreements may be developed between th@SG8d other institutions, including TTU, for
such purposes as developindendisciplinary graduate pragms, sharing administrative
services, establishing common standards @mdmon admission prodares, facilitating
cross campus student enrollment in graduateses, etc. The GSBSean may delegate
certain aspects of graduatedgnt program management to the TTU Dean of the Graduate
School to facilitate intercampus program intéi@ats within these affiliation agreements. All
existing and proposed affiliation agreements sthbel reported at leashnually to the GSBS
Graduate Council.

7.3 Department Chair’'s Responsibilities.GSBS graduate faculty members’ Department Chairs
shall have final approval over placement ostadent with a major advisor, taking into
consideration the recommendation of the GréelGmmmittee as well as the research support
available from the advisor and the department.

7.4 Recording of Lectures.The GSBS will record and post all lectures, including those that are
TechLinked to other campuses. Faculty whandbowant their recordebctures posted on
the institutional website must notify thegarogram/concentration GSBS Student Affairs
Advocate in writing at least two weeks prior te tart of classes each semester. The use of
recordings in the event of weather delays ather campus closures is addressed in the GSBS
Inclement Weather Policy

SECTION 8. Faculty Senate

The purpose of the Texas Tech University He8ktiences Center Facul8enate is to promote
interaction and collaboration amotige members of the faculty garious schools, as well as to
represent the facultgs an advisory body to the TTUH®esident on common issues affecting
institutional governance and faculty’s respongibs in teaching, resear, care and service.

Composition and Terms: Three Senators shall represeng ihterests of the GSBS in the
TTUHSC Faculty Senate. Senators shall serve feetlgears, with terms staggered by one year
to assure continuity of repmstation. GSBS Senators must fudl-time faculty, preferably
tenured, with current graduate faculty membgrshithin GSBS. One Senator shall be a full
member in the Biomedical Sciences Program, ghral be a full member in the Pharmaceutical
Sciences Program, and one shalbbéat large’ representatifeom any program in the GSBS.
Per Senate Bylaws, Senators may not holdentian a 25% administrative appointment.

Senate terms begin on September 1, and terenoraAugust 31. GSBS Senet@re expected to
attend all monthly Senate meetings, as wellla&Seneral Faculty Meetings called by the Senate.
When schedule conflicts preclude the possibitifyattendance, a Senatwill designate an
alternate to attend in her/his place. Alternatieall have voting privileges for Senate meetings
and be counted for purposes of establishing quoiithe senior GSBS Senator or designee shall
present a summary of the yeaBsnate activity at the Annual Meeting of the Graduate Faculty.
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
