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So this program is the Summer Arts portion of the STAR program. It's an intensive two week, summer 



Aphasia when they get out into practice. This is their first time at the summer program and they're 
doing a wonderful job.  
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Anything else you would like to add?  
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So surviving a stroke is quite challenging. And the most challenging for people with aphasia is social 
isolation. Friends and family tend to withdraw because they no longer know how to communicate with 
the person who has aphasia. Yet the person who has aphasia is completely intact intellectually, and 
wants to socially Connect. They just aren't able to speak or write or type like they could before. And so 
to overcome that is an amazing, amazing thing. And we're excited about the arts and how the arts can 
help to promote socialization, communication, and overall recovery.
