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right now for peanut allergy that might be useful, especially in infants and young kids. And then 
lastly, hopefully this year or next year, there should be a nasal form of epinephrine, which could 
be helpful because there are a decent amount of people who are needle adverse and one of the 
most important things you can do if someone's having a severe reaction food allergy is to make 
sure they get epinephrine quick enough.
