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“We have to know that we can give large doses to animals and that you don't see any significant side 

effects,” Bergeson explained. “These studies are done in at least two different mammals to see if the drug has 

any problems before the FDA allows it to be tested in clinical trials involving humans. Minocycline, the 

parent compound, is very well tolerated.”
