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confidential crisis assistance, advocacy and support and promotes public 

awareness of the realities of sexual victimization and strives towards its 

elimination through outreach, activism and community education. 

  

¶ Grace Campus, a six-month transitional homeless shelter that instills value and 

equips the homeless in the Lubbock community and provides homeless 

individuals access to basic necessities/resources so they can focus on getting back 

on their feet. There are typically 75-90 individuals at Grace Campus. 

  

¶ CASA of the South Plains, which empowers Court Appointed Special Advocate 

volunteers to ensure the needs of each child remain a priority in an over-burdened 

child welfare system while working to find safe, permanent homes for these most 

vulnerable children. 

  

¶ High Point Village, a non-profit organization developed to provide an enrichment 

facility and residential living community for individuals with special needs by 

providing a variety of vocational, educational, social and motivational programs 

and activities. 
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
