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“Through partnership and reciprocity, TTUHSC SOP has enriched scholarship 
productivity, enhanced teaching and learning, strengthened democratic values and civic 
responsibility, addressed critical societal issues, and contributed to the public good,” the 
award letter said.  
 
The AACP explained that the students, faculty, alumni and community partners were 
enthusiastic and consistently emphasized that accomplishments could not have been 
made without the Jerry H. Hodge School of Pharmacy.   
 
“It is evident that the administration, faculty and staff are dedicated to not only providing 
student pharmacists with the skills, resources and experiences to make a change in their 
community and beyond, but they are also committed to continuous improvement,” Kuo 
said. “I’m so proud of our team members for all they do each day, and I am proud of the 
professionalism of our students who have a clear passion for what they are learning and 
their efforts throughout the community.”   
 
The award consists of a commemorative sculpture and a $5,000 honorarium. School 
leadership plans to use the funding to conduct a needs assessment while launching a 
pharmacy practice resource and research network by connecting academic and 
community partners on all four campuses in Amarillo, Lubbock, Abilene and Dallas. The 
award ceremony will take place at the 2024 AACP annual meeting in July. For more 
information on the 2024 Lawrence C. Weaver Transformative Community Service 
Award, visit www.aacp.org. 
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
