
ESPeak Mapping: List, Group, Compare, and Share 
The ESPeak condensed directions are designed to save time if you only need a refresher.  If you 
have any doubts, consult the more detailed description. 
 
Construct your map in the order described below: 
 
1. Listing   

 The first step is to create a list that will serve to start the concept map.  It will have just 
enough terms/concepts to allow a prediction of which parts of the map are going to require 
the greatest amount of space and it will be composed mainly of headings if any are given in 
the material being mapped.  If headings are not provided, then a scan for those concepts 
that are more general is needed.   

 In summary, the list is the first set of decisions that need to be made.  The decisions answer 
the question, "is this a major topic that groups other topics within it?"  For simplicity at first, 
just use the major headings and section headings that are given in the notes.  They might 
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4. Sharing 

 At a separate point in time, such as the weekend, go back and speak or say your map.  Use it 
to make a lecture on the topic.  Say it out loud.  This is important to find misunderstandings 
that you can correct before the exam.  

 In summary, start at the beginning with the top bubble and say the entire map out loud.  No 
shortπcuts!  Looking at the map and recognizing it is not enough.  If and when you reach a 
point that you cannot make sense of a link in your map, stop and go back and read what is 
necessary to correct it to make sense.
