(Stating the sentiments of the Student Senate with regards to increasing sustainable efforts and 
awareness within the TTUHSC system) 

WHEREAS, climate change and its effect on human health is becoming an increasingly urgent 
concern within public health and medicine, and 

WHEREAS, according to the World Health Organization, “between 2030 and 2050, climate 
change is expected to cause approximately 250,000 additional deaths per year,”3 and 

WHEREAS, health effects of climate change range from increased respiratory problems due to 
pollen and rising air pollution, to threatened food security, to changes in distribution of diseases 
carried by vectors2, and
